Guest Lecture:
In some courses, specific content is presented by guest speakers from organizations or businesses. They share their professional experiences and real-world situations. This activity helps students gain practical insights and knowledge from real-world work scenarios. It also allows students to interact with representatives from various organizations and businesses.
The direct instruction strategy introduces foundational concepts and conveys critical information to students. Additionally, professional guest lectures can enrich students’ learning experiences by exposing them to real-world applications of the subject matter.

Indirect instruction is a teaching strategy in which learners are provided with conditions for learning without the need for any direct, public teaching activities by instructors. This approach focuses on the learner, making them the center of the learning process, where instructors do not directly transmit lesson content to students. Instead, students are encouraged to engage in the learning process actively, utilizing critical thinking skills to solve problems.
This strategy includes several teaching methods:
Problem Solving:
In this method, instructors present specific problems in various theoretical and practical situations. This approach helps students develop problem-solving skills as they identify, confront, and resolve issues raised to them.
Brainstorming:
In this teaching method, instructors give students various practical challenges, requiring them to come up with ideas, discuss, and share their thoughts on each problem or situation presented.
Case Study:
Case study teaching focuses on real-world situations that have occurred or are currently happening during professional work. It also includes hypothetical scenarios to develop problem-solving abilities in complex situations and specific cases. Students practice organizing activities, identifying problems, and proposing solutions to ensure smooth operations.

Indirect instruction emphasizes active participation, critical thinking, and problem-solving skills among students, promoting a more learner-centered approach to education. This approach encourages students to take ownership of their learning process and fosters their ability to apply their knowledge and skills to real-world situations.

14.3 Experiential Learning

Internship and Field Trip:
Through activities like site visits, field trips, and internships at businesses and organizations, students can engage in a professional working environment. They can learn about the corporate culture, gain exposure to real-world situations, identify necessary professional skills, and develop a proactive and responsible work attitude. These experiences also help students learn about different companies and foster connections between businesses, academic institutions, and students, expanding job opportunities for students upon graduation.
Research-Oriented Teaching and Learning:
This method encourages students to delve deep into specific subjects, enhancing their independent research abilities. It involves investigating, conducting research, reporting surveys, making evaluations, and proposing solutions to theoretical and practical problems at various levels, ranging from simple to complex.

14.4 Interactive Teaching
[bookmark: _Hlk148689828]Interactive teaching is a teaching and learning strategy in which instructors utilize a combination of activities in the classroom, such as posing open-ended questions and requiring students to discuss and debate to solve problems. Instructors play a guiding role, leading students step-by-step toward problem-solving to help students achieve their learning objectives. Students can learn from their peers and instructors to develop social skills, critical thinking, communication, negotiation, and decision-making abilities.
Various techniques and methods are applied in this teaching strategy, including:
Debate:
Instructors organize pair or group activities, presenting issues related to the lesson content. Students participate in opposing pairs or groups. Students need to use arguments, evidence, data, and citations to persuade and analyze to gain support and trust for their perspectives to defend their points of view. Through this teaching approach, students develop crucial skills such as critical thinking, presentation, and persuading a group.
Discussion:
When organizing classroom activities, students are divided into groups and participate in discussions on topics related to the lesson. These topics can be set by the instructor or chosen by students. The method promotes active engagement and encourages students to express their opinions while listening to others. Students must prepare materials, make comparison selections, and come to a consensus on the most suitable solutions.
Teamwork:
Students are organized into small teams to work together to solve problems. They present the results of their team’s work through reports or presentations to other groups and the instructor. Team activities can be conducted in class or remotely, and students present the outcomes in class.

14.5 Self-learning

15. Assessment strategies: 
[bookmark: _Hlk148690077]The assessment process of students’ learning outcomes is carried out to ensure the course’s and program’s learning outcomes. It also records and evaluates the student’s learning efforts and progress during their training at the university. The assessment methods in the International Relations Faculty’s curriculum are divided into two main types:
On-going/Formative Assessment: 40%
Summative Assessment: 60%

15.1 On-going/Formative Assessment:
[bookmark: _Hlk148690208]The purpose of formative assessment is to provide timely feedback to teachers and students on progress and areas that need improvement during the learning process. Specific methods of formative assessment in the curriculum include:
Attendance Check:
Students are encouraged to attend classes regularly to receive the lessons as clearly and comprehensively as possible. They should actively participate in interactive activities organized by the instructors. This assessment method primarily focuses on assessing the learning process.
Work Assignment:
Depending on the course, students must complete various assignments related to the lesson content, including theoretical and practical assignments. These can be completed during class or as homework. These assignments can be completed individually or in groups. In addition, starting from 2021, students also engage in online learning activities on the university’s Moodle platform and complete assignments guided by the instructors. This assessment method mainly focuses on assessing the learning process.
Oral Presentation:
In most courses managed by the International Relations Department, students are arranged to work in groups and present topics or projects as required by each course. These presentations help students develop skills in presentation, persuasion, critical thinking, defending their opinions, and teamwork. This assessment method is applied to both the formative and summative assessments. Specific evaluation criteria are used.

15.2 Summative Assessment:
The summative assessment aims to make conclusions and rankings regarding the achievement of learning objectives, the quality of learning outcomes, and students’ progress at a specified time during the learning process. Specific methods of summative assessment in the curriculum include:
Written Exam:
Students are required to write essays or essays based on topics provided by instructors. They must gather evidence and research materials, illustrate their arguments, and analyze and explain the issues presented. This assessment method is used for both the formative and summative assessments.
Multiple Choice Exam:
Similar to written exams, students answer questions based on pre-designed answer options. The difference is that students must provide answers based on the given answer hints in this assessment method. This assessment method is used for both the formative and summative assessments.
Oral Exam:
Some courses on public speaking and presentation skills evaluate students through oral exams to test their knowledge, information, adaptability, and situational handling abilities. This assessment is mainly used for the summative evaluation.
Written Report:
In some courses, such as research methods and market research, students are evaluated through reports based on research and exploration of information, survey data, investigation, etc. They must provide conclusions, observations, and recommendations in comprehensive reports. Specific assessment criteria are used.
Oral Presentation:
The oral presentation assessment method in summative assessment is similar to the one in the formative assessment, with periodic evaluations (midterm, final, or end-of-term).
Teamwork Assessment:
Teamwork assessment is applied when group activities are conducted in the curriculum. It is used to evaluate students’ teamwork skills. Specific assessment criteria are used.

Security and International Conflicts
	This course provides individuals with knowledge about international security issues, the relationship between conflict and security, and the causes and methods for managing and resolving conflicts in practice. Building on the existing knowledge, the course helps learners analyze the factors influencing security issues and conflicts in international relations regions and apply skills to compare, contrast, identify, and resolve issues related to international security and conflicts.

	3 
	Press and Foreign Information 
	This course encompasses official information about Vietnam, promotional information about Vietnam’s image, and information about the global situation in Vietnam. This course aims to equip learners with knowledge and skills to identify various media types and methods to disseminate information for diplomatic purposes.

	4 
	
Journalistic Translation
	This course aims to help students acquire theoretical knowledge, including translation techniques, at an intermediate level in the field of journalism. Students will practice using complex sentence structures to ensure language elements from English to Vietnamese and vice versa, as well as how to analyze various texts in the media through in-class practical exercises and group assignments prepared at home. The course helps students develop the ability to analyze discourse in constructing media messages in various areas of economics, politics, and society, translating between Vietnamese and English.

	5 
	
Translation in International Relations
	This course is designed to provide students with theoretical knowledge and translation techniques in the field of international relations. Students will practice using complex sentence structures to ensure language elements from English to Vietnamese and vice versa, as well as how to analyze various texts in public relations through in-class practical exercises and group assignments prepared at home. The course will focus heavily on in-class translation practice with scenarios closely resembling real-world tasks that students will undertake after graduation, such as translating foreign documents.

	6 
	
Types of Media
	Students will have a systematic understanding of various forms of media and journalism. They will have knowledge about the history, development, significance, and roles of each form of media and journalism. Students will be able to analyze the creative process involved in each form of media (topics, innovative methods, genre groups, journalist styles, trends, audience characteristics, editorial activities, and production teams)

	7 
	Major Religions of the World
	This course provides students with a systematic understanding of the origins and development of major religions in the world, such as Judaism, Christianity, Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism, and more. It helps students comprehend the specific characteristics and cultural differences of various countries and regions worldwide due to their religious diversity. Furthermore, the course enables students to analyze and manage religious and cultural conflicts in the economic and social lives of many ethnic groups and nations worldwide. It promotes a deep understanding of the role of religion and culture in shaping societies and addressing contemporary global issues related to diversity and conflicts.

	8 
	  
Global Issues in Contemporary International Relations
	This course offers a comprehensive perspective on current global issues, introducing prominent global issues affecting both the world and Vietnam, such as the environment, population, international crime, energy, and poverty. It provides students with foundational knowledge of global issues, including concepts, classification, the process of formation and development, the current state of affairs, international cooperation, advantages, and challenges in addressing global issues.
Through this course, students are equipped with theoretical foundations and research methods in international relations, enabling them to analyze various phenomena and issues in the practical realm of international relations. This prepares them to engage with and understand the complex global challenges today.

	9 
	
U.S Foreign Policy 
	This course is designed to be an introduction to international relations. This class aims to teach you several aspects of U.S. foreign policy: the history, institutions, and processes constituting U.S. foreign policy-making. Students will develop skills to analyze critically the events of U.S. foreign policy. We will explore historical events of U.S. foreign policy and relate these events to various sources of decision-making, critically evaluate various contemporary aspects of U.S. foreign policy, and convey multiple decisions with theoretical frameworks.

	10 
	European Union Foreign Policy
	This course aims to equip students with fundamental knowledge of the European Union’s foreign policy (EU). Based on an overview of the relevant concepts, students will explore different models and approaches to formulating EU foreign policies and the specific policies the EU adopts towards various regions worldwide. Through this, students can analyze, critique, discuss, and understand the EU’s foreign policies and their impact on the countries and regions involved.

	11 
	Chinese Foreign Policy
	This course is designed to be an introduction to international relations. This class aims to teach you several aspects of Chinese foreign policy: the history, institutions, and processes that collectively constitute Chinese foreign policy-making. Students will develop skills to analyze critically the events of Chinese foreign policy. We will explore historical events of Chinese foreign policy and relate these events to various sources of decision-making, critically evaluate various contemporary aspects of Chinese foreign policy, and convey multiple decisions with theoretical frameworks.

	12 
	Contemporary Vietnamese Foreign Policy
	This course provides a comprehensive understanding of the formation, development, and implementation of Vietnam’s foreign policy from 1945 to the present. The foreign policy system of Vietnam during this period will be clarified in terms of its historical context, objective and subjective conditions that influenced policy-making, and contributions to nation-building and defense. Based on this, students will have the opportunity to gain a deeper understanding of Vietnam’s foreign relations history, current diplomatic relations, and the overall foreign policy orientation of the Party and the State. This will enable them to respond appropriately, contribute to their personal development, and participate in nation-building.

	13 
	
Introduction to Politics 
	This course aims to provide students with foundational knowledge in political science, including its research object, research methods, and the characteristics and functions of political science. The course also introduces the formation and development of political science, briefly covering the history of political thought in the East and the West. It explores theoretical issues and various perspectives on critical areas of political power, the relationship between politics and economics, and culture, and analyzes political situations.

	14 
	Contemporary International Politics
	This course provides students with the fundamental characteristics of the modern international political system. It aims to address questions such as the key features and prominent issues of contemporary international politics, their impact on international relations, and the factors influencing the current global political system. The curriculum also examines the roles of nations, international organizations, and communities in resolving international issues. Based on this, students will be introduced to essential theories of international politics, enabling them to understand domestic and international issues systematically. Consequently, they will understand the global political landscape comprehensively and learn how to apply it in their daily lives and careers.

	15 
	Scientific Socialism
	This course provides learners with a general understanding of Scientific Socialism (Socialism) is Marxism-Leninism (in a broad sense). The successful construction of socialism and communism is the goal of Marxism-Leninism and the process of carrying out the historical mission of the workers.

	16 
	
Vietnamese Culture Basis
	The course provides students with general theoretical premises on Vietnamese culture and culture, including Vietnamese cultural characteristics and identifying the laws of formation and development, grasping the process of Vietnamese culture, elements, system structure, cognitive culture, organizational culture, behavioral culture, communication culture, and current issues of Vietnamese indigenous culture with Eastern culture and Western civilization.

	17 
	
Public International Law
	The course provides students with knowledge of fundamental principles and norms of international law, built on states’ consensus and voluntary consent - the primary subject of international law. This course is divided into two parts: the first part introduces the fundamental theories of public international law, such as basic principles, the doctrines of scholars, the subject of international law, the history of formation and development of international law, and the influence of international law on national law. The second part is mainly on the international relations between countries, such as international law of the sea; international humanitarian law; diplomatic and consular law; and international criminal law.

	18 
	Fundamentals of Laws in Vietnam
	The course equips students with knowledge such as the Basic theory of the state, such as the nature, characteristics, form of the state, the state apparatus; basic knowledge of the law, such as the legal system, the system of legal documents, legal relations, law implementation, and law violations; introduce some primary law such as Constitutional Law, Economic Law, Administrative Law, Criminal Law, Civil Law, etc.; enhance legal awareness.

	19 
	
International Negotiation 
	This course provides an overview of negotiation skills in the context of international activities conducted by businesses, organizations, and governments. It covers fundamental concepts of negotiation skills, essential steps in the negotiation process, necessary preparations before negotiation, and the skills required of a professional negotiator. Based on this foundation, students will gain theoretical knowledge and practical application through engaging in real-life scenarios, fostering critical thinking and negotiation abilities.

	20 
	
Geopolitics
	This course aims to provide students with fundamental knowledge about political geography theories in international relations. By introducing an overview of various political geography theories, students will be able to assess the influence of political geography on countries’ foreign policies towards one another and essential regions worldwide. Specifically, political geography examines how geographical location, climate, natural resources, population, and terrain impact a country’s foreign policy and position within the international system.

	21 
	
Reading and Writing Skills in International Relations
	The course aims to equip students with the skills to read and synthesize documents in English related to their field of study, as well as to write articles to summarize the important points of a document or to express their personal views on an issue in all areas of the social sciences through the essay.

	22 
	
International Communication Project
	The course helps learners grasp the overall landscape of the communication field, understand how to develop communication strategies that align with the allocated budget and learn to use appropriate tools to evaluate communication strategies.

	23 
	
 Integration and Cultural Conflict
	The course aims to provide knowledge and understanding of culture, cultural differences, and how to navigate a multicultural organization. It equips students with insights into various cultures and how to handle challenging situations arising from cultural differences. Additionally, the course prepares students with an appropriate mindset to live and work comfortably and effectively in a globally integrated environment.

	24 
	
Marxist-Leninist Political Economy
	The course equips students with the following contents: subjects, research methods, and functions of Marxist-Leninist political economy; commodities, markets, and the role of market participants; surplus value in a market economy; competition and monopoly in a market economy; socialist-oriented market economy and relations of economic interest in Vietnam and Vietnam’s industrialization, modernization, and international economic integration.

	25 
	
English Reading and Writing Skills 1
	This course helps learners experience knowledge related to contemporary international issues in English, including the system of terms and vocabulary in many different fields, from science to society, that evoke positive and creative thinking for learners.
In addition, the course equips learners with reading comprehension skills, synthesizing documents in English related to their field of study, as well as writing skills in English by summarizing the vital points of a document, practicing useful text for life, or expressing a personal opinion on an issue in all fields of social and science.

	26 
	
English Reading and Writing Skills 2
	This course helps learners experience knowledge related to contemporary international issues in English, including the system of terms and vocabulary in many different fields, from science to society, that evoke positive and creative thinking for learners. In addition, the course equips learners with reading comprehension skills, synthesizing documents in English related to their field of study, as well as writing skills in English by summarizing the vital points of a document, practicing useful text for life, or expressing a personal opinion on an issue in all fields of social and science.

 Communication and Office Etiquette Skills
	This course aims to equip students with a comprehensive understanding of communication, basic communication techniques in various situations, and foundational knowledge through handling scenarios such as workplace communication, phone communication, and email communication. Additionally, the course covers building a personal image to enhance confidence during communication processes.

	28 
	
Rhetorical Public Speaking
	The course is designed to help learners build confidence in expressing their viewpoints using language in order to ultimately persuade their audience through various forms: personal persuasion, interpersonal persuasion (between two individuals), two-sided persuasion, or three-sided persuasion.

	29 
	
Teamwork Skill
	The course provides knowledge of definitions and roles of teamwork. Simultaneously, students will learn about the steps of building a team, building up the qualities of leaders and team members, and analyzing and solving problems when working in groups. Besides, students need to implement self-organized activities or the ones assigned by lecturers so that students will be able to get self-perception and experience from teamwork activities. Then, students can apply the knowledge and skills to other courses and jobs.

	30 
	English Listening and Speaking Skills 1
	This course helps students to practice English listening and speaking skills. Students can practice listening skills in everyday situations, such as guessing the main content and detailed content, listening for main ideas and detailed ideas, being able to listen and understand the content of conversations in the English language at the pre-intermediate level, knowing how to apply listening skills in everyday conversations naturally. In speaking skills, students learn how to use sentence patterns on topics close to daily life and apply basic sentence patterns to communicate in everyday social situations such as work, travel, hobbies, and more.

	31 
	
English  Listening and Speaking Skills 2
	This course provides students with the intermediate and advanced listening ability to understand the content and become familiar with various listening exercises/activities in everyday situations, such as listening to guess the main content and detailed content and to get main ideas and detailed ideas. Students also learn to listen and understand the content of English conversations and how to apply listening skills in daily discussions naturally. At the same time, students can recognize vocabulary, sentence patterns, main ideas, and detailed information in real-life situations. In Speaking skills, students can apply basic and advanced sentence patterns at the intermediate level (B2) in communication situations with common social and specialized topics.

	32 
	
Foreign Spokesperson Skill
	The module provides the general knowledge of an Organizational Spokesperson and explains the basic concepts in the field of spokesperson. Students will understand the theory and have practical experiences through holding press conferences, speaking as media and foreign affairs representatives, and answering interviews and reporters, related aspects: organizational communication, personal, diplomatic, and social issues.

	33 
	
Interview and News Editing Skill
	The course provides students with interviewing and news editing skills and utilizing data sources gathered from interviews to write news articles. Through this, learners will understand the various types of news articles that should be written and how they should be conveyed. This will help students hone their ability to work through direct communication and convey information in written form to serve their professional tasks.

	34 
	
Acquisition and Information-Processing Skills
	This course provides learners with the knowledge and skills necessary to access credible sources of information from foreign news agencies and government organizations, to select, process, and synthesize this information into the required databases for international affairs, information storage, and the understanding and analysis of policy implications from global information.

	35 
	
 English Presentation Skill
	This course instructs students on how to find and select information and present relevant information in English using presentation software (Powerpoint, Prezi, Canva, etc.). Students will receive guidance on how to use language and body language appropriately when delivering a presentation. They will be trained in the critical elements contributing to the success of a presentation, including voice, speaking pace, variations in speech, eye contact, movement, and the use of presentation tools (microphone handling, slide transitions, incorporating images, sound, video, and other visual aids). Additionally, the course covers content preparation and how to deliver a presentation’s introduction, main content, and conclusion. It also addresses psychological challenges when speaking in front of an audience and equips students with skills to handle unexpected situations that may arise during a presentation.

	36 
	
  Articles Writing Skill
	This course helps students understand the standards of journalistic editing, enabling them to effectively express and edit articles to meet the principles, objectives, information needs, and communication and media business efficiency. Students will learn to design and produce print and online media products. This knowledge allows them to identify and apply different media types to practical journalism.

	37 
	 TV Script Writing Skill
	Students will acquire a comprehensive understanding of television, its characteristics, and television products, as well as various television channels in the field of communication. Additionally, they will learn how to create a television script for a specific recording project.

	38 
	
  Diplomatic Protocol
	This course aims to equip students with basic knowledge of protocols and ceremonies in diplomatic hospitality, focusing on internal national-level protocol and business hospitality. The course is designed to serve the practical needs of students in their professional careers after graduation. In addition to lectures on diplomatic hospitality, students will apply this knowledge to address various diplomatic hospitality situations related to their professional work in business enterprises and diplomatic agencies. They will also plan and organize internal national-level hospitality activities and business receptions.

	39 
	History of the Communist Party of Vietnam
	The course will learn about subjects, functions, tasks, contents, and methods of researching and studying the history of the Communist Party of Vietnam. The timeline is divided into three main periods: The Communist Party was born and led the power struggle (1930 - 1945); The Party led two resistance wars against foreign invaders, completed national liberation, and reunified the country (1945 – 1975) and the Party leading the whole country transitioned to socialism and carried out reform (from 1975 to present).

	40 
	
History of International Relations
	This course aims to provide students with fundamental knowledge of the history of international relations since 1648, mainly focusing on the period after World War I to the present day, emphasizing international relations during World War II, the Cold War, and the post-Cold War era. It aims to clarify the roles of major powers and the choices made by newly independent states in the context of the new international order. In addition, the course also helps students understand the roles and positions of smaller countries in shaping and maintaining the structure of global power and gain insights into the causes of conflicts, wars, and possibilities for cooperation in the modern era. The course enhances students’ comprehensive understanding of a constantly changing world, thereby strengthening their ability to protect national interests and adopt appropriate attitudes and behaviors in their professional and personal lives, drawing from the lessons learned from the history of international relations.

	41 
	
History of World Civilization
	This course provides students with basic knowledge about the foundations and critical achievements of significant civilizations worldwide from ancient to modern times. Additionally, it helps students understand the roles and impacts of these important civilizations on human development, as well as the fundamental laws of human civilization’s evolution. From this, students will begin to recognize the basic rules governing the development of human civilization.

	42 
	International Commercial Law
	The International Commercial Law course provides fundamental knowledge of international commercial law. The course comprises two main parts: International Commercial Law between nations and International Commercial Law among traders.

	43 
	
  Media Law
	The course equips students with the foundational knowledge of mass media law. Students have access to research on theoretical, legal, and practical issues in building, promulgating, and implementing institutions on journalistic activities, publishing, cyber security, personal information safety and media matters, and primary human and citizen rights related to the media. Through the study, learners have awareness about the role of the media, the nature and mission of journalism and publishing activities, network security issues in the current context, and personal information security issues in Vietnam. From there, learners form a proper awareness of the legal and social responsibility of media practitioners who have a strong political will and know how to handle and apply information correctly. Moreover, the students can become accurate and honest, per the provisions of current law, ensuring safety in the professional performance process.

  International Relations Theory
	This course provides students with essential theories of international relations, introducing in detail the formation process, the foundations, and the critical arguments of each approach, from traditional to modern. Based on this, the course provides a theoretical foundation for studying international relations, enabling students to analyze various phenomena and issues in international relations practice and professional work.

	45 
	 International Journalism Skill
	This course aims to provide students with a comprehensive overview and fundamental skills in the systematic use of technical equipment relevant to the work of journalists in media organizations. It is particularly suitable for resident correspondents and journalists working internationally across various media formats, including print, radio, television, and online journalism.

	46 
	
 Digital Diplomacy 
	This course aims to provide students with a systematic understanding of digital diplomacy in contemporary international relations. The course content covers the role of digital diplomacy in foreign policy, the opportunities and challenges in applying digital diplomacy, and the practical application of digital diplomacy by various countries today. Through this, implications for digital diplomacy in the context of Vietnam will be explored and analyzed to determine how to apply digital diplomacy effectively in alignment with Vietnam’s foreign relations.

	 Introduction to International Relations
	This course provides students with an overview and basic skills of the field of International Relations, including three specializations: Multilateral Diplomacy and International Communication.

	48 
	
International Events Analysis
	This course aims to provide students with a fundamental understanding of the nature of international events in political, economic, and socio-cultural domains. Students can apply their knowledge to contemporary international events through practical exercises, analyzing their causes, characteristics, and impacts. As a result, the course helps students enhance their skills in identifying and addressing issues; while developing solutions for situations related to their academic studies and other activities in life.

	49 
	
Interpreting Skill
	This course provides theoretical knowledge about interpretation, including the impact of different nations’ cultural, social, economic, and political factors on communication situations. It covers various interpretation techniques, from basic to advanced, such as handling non-equivalent concepts between two cultures and languages, using complex sentence structures, analyzing different texts, and incorporating content related to international relations. The course focuses on honing practical interpretation skills, including oral, consecutive, and simultaneous interpretation. Students will learn how to handle challenges that may arise during the interpretation process, simulating real-world scenarios they may encounter in their post-graduation careers.

	50 
	
Research Methodology in International Relations
	This course contains content related to concepts, processes, and structures. This will enable students to orient themselves in selecting research topics, creating research outlines, and applying research methods while gathering and processing information effectively during their scientific research projects. Students will take the initiative in registering and conducting research projects at the university level and successfully carrying out scientific and successful thesis or graduation projects.

	51 
	
International Relations of the Asia–Pacific
	This course aims to introduce security issues in the Asia-Pacific region since the end of the Cold War. It also offers students a broad overview of the fundamental changes in the regional security environment since the Cold War. Through this, students can analyze the primary security challenges faced by countries in the region, how these challenges are addressed, and understand regional security policies.

	52 
	
Media Relations
	The course aims to equip students with an overview of the current media operations in Vietnam and the relationship between journalism and PR. It also aims to develop basic skills for PR professionals in their interactions with the media in Vietnam, honing their abilities in research, evaluation, prediction, and application within media relations. As a result, students will cultivate the correct attitude and self-awareness about their profession, possess a strong political foundation, exhibit good moral character, and demonstrate a sense of dedication to serving the sustainable development of the media environment in Vietnam.

ASEAN Countries and Vietnam Relations
	The course provides systematic knowledge about the history, formation, and development of Southeast Asian countries or the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN). The focus of the course also provides knowledge about the ASEAN community in terms of politics, economy, diplomacy, and internal conflicts to deepen students’ understanding and assessment.
Moreover, the course also provides full knowledge about Vietnam’s process of joining ASEAN as well as Vietnam’s position and role in ASEAN. Thereby, students could better understand the relationship between Vietnam and ASEAN as members of the ASEAN community.

External Public Relations
	This course provides learners with foundational knowledge about public relations in general and external public relations activities. Students approach strategies and tactics to build and develop relationships with target audiences, such as customers, the press, and celebrities. In addition, students understand and make PR activities to support companies, businesses, or organizations’ marketing campaigns directly.

Crisis Management
	This course gives learners a general understanding of crisis, including risk prevention plans, crisis classification, crisis identification, and crisis management process. The course also helps students to practice and develop their planning skills and media relations to overcome the crisis.

	Event Operation
	After completing the course, students can build an event plan that suits their specialization. Besides, predicting and managing potential risks is also integrated into the course, which aids students in having better risk management plans while planning for an event. Students are facilitated to work in groups, increase interaction, coordination, and mutual support when brainstorming ideas for an event.

	57 
	
Correspondence Skill


	This course gives students a general understanding of various documents in public relations and foreign affairs, such as contract drafting, press releases, formal letters, etc. Students can select the appropriate type of document for real communication situations in their work, filter and choose the necessary information to present in the document to enhance communication effectiveness, and apply concise, clear, and accurate written language.

	58 
	
Media Psychology 
	The course provides an overview of media psychology and the use of psychological theory for the content and presentation of popular media tools. Students clearly understand the benefits of understanding human behavior and experience when interacting with media applications, how media influences individuals and cultures, and how media can be used for social construction purposes and vice versa.

	59 
	
Graphic Design and  Photoshop
	The course consists of the following main topics: drawing strokes and creating shapes with vector graphics;  practicing digital image editing and applying them to the design products (logos, name cards, backdrops, standees, banners, posters, calendars, art processing, portrait making, and photo restoration).

	60 
	
Perceiving and Writing Practice of Vietnamese 
	The course helps students to be able to distinguish and correct spelling, capitalization, abbreviations, proper use of words, write concise sentences, and appropriate communication situations in a suitable style. Students can identify incorrect and ambiguous sentences and correct them. Students can write paragraphs and compose complete texts with close layouts and connections by mastering the basic knowledge of Vietnamese.

Office Skill

	The course provides students with knowledge and skills in Microsoft Office. After completing the module, students can use Microsoft Word editor to edit and decorate professional documents and use Microsoft Excel spreadsheets to create spreadsheets for calculations and practical statistics.

	International Event Organization
	This course is designed to equip students with the knowledge and skills to organize an international event successfully. Students will learn how to plan, allocate resources, effectively manage budgets, anticipate and address challenging situations and risks, and assess and measure the event’s effectiveness.

	63 
	
Marxist-Leninist Philosophy
	This course provides learners with a primary and systematic understanding of Marxist-Leninist philosophy to build a dialectical materialistic worldview and a dialectical materialistic methodology as a theoretical foundation for perceiving problems and the contents of other subjects. Therefore, the course helps learners to be aware of the intrinsic value, scientific, and revolutionary nature of Marxist-Leninist philosophy.

	Digital Communication
	This course provides background knowledge of online communication concepts, digital marketing, strategic tools, and marketing planning steps for a particular product/service. The module also provides knowledge related to optimizing the effectiveness of online communication tools to meet the goals of PR, marketing, and digital communication plans.

	International Communication
	The course aims to provide students with an overview of the fundamental theories applied in current international communication research; the developmental stages of global communication through the emergence of mass media; technical, technological, economic, and cultural aspects in international communication activities; new perspectives on globalization, international integration, media economics, and media culture, and their impact on international communication; trends in the development of world journalism, the landscape, and characteristics of journalism in some countries and regions.

	Critical Thinking
	This course aims to equip students to develop critical thinking skills. Critical thinking will help students improve their ability to construct arguments, analyze issues, and make sound, timely decisions that serve their professional tasks and personal lives. This, in turn, helps make their work more efficient and logical and minimizes potential risks.

	67 
	Ideology of Ho Chi Minh
	The course will provide students with concepts, objects, research methods, and academic implications of ideology; the basis, process of formation and development of Ho Chi Minh’s thought; Ho Chi Minh’s thoughts about national independence and Socialism; Ho Chi Minh’s thought about the Communist Party of Vietnam and the State of the People, by the people, for the people; Ho Chi Minh’s thoughts about National unity and international solidarity and Ho Chi Minh’s thoughts about culture, ethics, people.

	Vietnamese Foreign Culture
	This course provides learners with a comprehensive understanding of Vietnamese culture and its foreign cultural relations. It aims to equip them with the knowledge and skills to apply cultural diplomacy in their work at various enterprises and organizations. Additionally, the course helps students recognize and adopt a harmonious approach to cultural differences among different countries. It also encourages self-improvement to become cultural ambassadors, bridging the gap between Vietnam and other nations.

	International Economics Relations
	In this course, building on the knowledge acquired from previous courses such as Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, and more, students will gain a fundamental understanding to grasp a more comprehensive perspective on the economic landscape in Vietnam and worldwide. Additionally, through this course, students will explore the economic relationships between Vietnam and major regional and global economies, understanding their impacts and the opportunities and challenges they pose for businesses in Vietnam and the national economy. Furthermore, students will learn how to recognize global issues in an international system that are occurring or have occurred and how they influence economics, the environment, and culture in various countries.
